Lately the most recent earthquakes have been occurring in Indonesia around the new found under water volcano such as Kepulauan Talaud, Indonesia, also in other places in the Indonesian Region. After what I have observed I can predict in the future there will be many earthquakes in the Indonesian Region just as where many of the earthquakes have been occurring in the past two weeks.
